FERRIS-GOOD FAMILY LINE (FL5004)

1 Overview of this Document

This Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document, along with others, have been prepared by the MNO
Registry in order to identify Métis families who were a part of Historic Métis Communities in Ontario.?
These communities existed in some parts of Ontario where distinctive Métis collectivities who, in addition
to their mixed Aboriginal ancestry, developed their own customs, way of life, and recognizable group
identity separate from their First Nation and European forebearers, prior to the Crown effecting political
and legal control in a given region.

The MNO represents various regional rights-bearing Métis communities throughout Ontario; these
communities consist of the Descendants of the Métis Root Ancestors who made up Historic Métis
Communities. Based on the Descendants of these Métis Root Ancestors applying for citizenship within
the MNO, the MNO is authorized—through democratic governance structures at the local, regional and
provincial levels—to represent the collectively-held rights, interests and claims of these modern-day
Métis communities.

Flowing from this authorization, the MNO has adopted a Harvesting Policy to manage the activities of
Métis harvesters in Ontario. This Policy provides that an MNO citizen who ancestrally connects to a Métis
Root Ancestor is eligible for an MNO Harvester’s Card for the identified Traditional Harvesting Territories
(also known as Harvesting Areas) that corresponds to the Historic Métis Community to which the citizen’s
Root Ancestor belonged. To fully understand what is required in order to be issued a Harvester’s Card,
this Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document must be read with the MNO Registry Policy for
Identifying and Documenting Verified Métis Family Lines for the Purposes of Issuing Harvesters Certificates
to Citizens (“MNO Harvesters Certificate Policy”).

2 Rationale for Inclusion as Verified Métis Family Line

The Ferris-Good family was part of the Historic Métis Community of Mattawa/Ottawa River (the “Métis
Community”).

The Forebearers of this Verified Métis Family Line are Frederick Ferris and Mary Ann Nancy Good.
Frederick was born around 1812, and married Mary Ann Nancy in 1832. He worked for the Hudson’s Bay
Company (HBC) in a variety of capacities: he was a guide, a middleman, a bowsman, and a steersman. The
family appeared to move around the Frederick as he was posted to various locations, including many along
the Ottawa River. The Forebearers are recorded in the Pontiac District, located along the Ottawa River, in
the 1861, 1871, and 1881 Censuses of Canada.

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The Métis Root Ancestors for this Verified Métis Family Line are the children of Frederick and Mary:
Richard, John, Walter, and Joseph. Root Ancestor Walter Ferris was a Documented Métis; he, along with
numerous Descendants, was enumerated as “Algonquin SB” on the 1901 Census of Canada. Several other
Descendants were also enumerated as “French H.B.” on the same Census.

The Historic Records demonstrate that the Root Ancestors and their Descendants spent their lives in the
Métis Community, as they are repeatedly documented there. Root Ancestor John Ferris had four known
children, the eldest of which, Lucy Ann, was born in 1866 in Rapides-des-Joachim, located about 100 km
southwest of Mattawa on the Ottawa River. This places Root Ancestor John Ferris and his family in the
Métis Community about 25 years prior to Effective Control. He was enumerated with his family in 1871 in
Deep River. One of his daughters, Lucy Ann Ferris, married in 1892 in North Bay.

One of John’s brothers, Root Ancestor Walter Ferris, was also enumerated with his family in the 1871
Census at Deep River. Walter had nine known children, at least one of whom was born in Mattawa. In
1891, he was enumerated with his family and his mother, Forebearer Mary Ann Nancy Good, in Mattawa
Village, and again in 1901. Walter was listed as an accredited guide in Rod and Gun Magazine for Mattawa
in 1905, and was buried in 1932 in Mattawa. One of Walter’s daughters, Maggie, had eight children, six
of whom were born in Mattawa between 1900 and 1909. In 1921, she was recorded with her family in
Mattawa. Maggie’s son, John Trabies Dupuis, was born in Mattawa in 1904, and baptized there in 1905.
One of Maggie’s sisters, Jane Maria Ferris, married in 1903 in Mattawa, and her brother, John Alexander
Ferries, married there in 1905. John Alexander had six known children, all born in Mattawa between 1904
and 1917. He was enumerated in Mattawa, with his parents and his family, in 1921. One of his daughters,
Laura, married in 1928 in Mattawa.

The Ferris-Good family had extensive Kinship Connections to other Verified Métis Family Lines that made
up the Métis Community through marriage, witnessing and godparenting. The godparents of Métis Root
Ancestor Walter Ferris were Joseph Dufond and Eliza Loysa Atkinson of the Atkinson-Moore (FL5011)
Verified Métis Family Lines, respectively. Walter himself became the godfather of Charlotte Jane Atkinson
of the Atkinson-Moore line, and, in 1898 he witnessed her wedding. Walter also witnessed the burial of a
Forebearer, Sara Mary Moore, of the Atkinson-Moore line. The marriage of Root Ancestor Descendant
Nancy Elmira Ferris was witnessed by William McKenzie, of the Atkinson-Moore family. The same William
McKenzie was also the godfather of Root Ancestor Descendant Allen Daniel McDonald Ferris. The wedding
of Root Ancestor John Alexander Ferris was also witnessed by Descendants of the Atkinson-Moore family,
Alexander and Florence Atkinson. Alexander Atkinson was also the godfather to one of John Alexander’s
sons, and Florence Atkinson was the godmother to John Trabies Dupuis, a grandson of Root Ancestor
Walter Ferris. One of John Alexander Ferris’ children, Laura, had a godfather who was a descendant of the
Montreuil-Kakwabit Verified Métis Family Line (FL5008), named William John Parent. Root Ancestor
Descendant Mary Virginia Ferris married a Descendant in the Mclsaac-Poitras Verified Métis Family Line
(FL5028) named John Samuel Mclsaac in 1918 in Mattawa.

This is a Verified Métis Family Line for the following reasons:

e There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors were Documented Métis, as well as their
Descendants (i.e., the 1901 Census).

e There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors were both born in the Métis Community about
25 years prior to Effective Control.

e There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors and their Descendants had extensive Kinship
Connections to other Verified Métis Family Lines that made up the Métis Community, namely, to
the Montreuil (FL5008), Atkinson-Moore (FL5011), and Mclsaac-Poitras (FL5028) Verified Métis
Family Lines.
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e Through the Historic Records contained in the Supporting Documents, there is evidence that the
Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants had an ongoing presence in the Métis
Community for successive generations (between the Métis Root Ancestor and his Descendants,
this documented presence spanned about 65 years).

e This Verified Métis Family Line continues to have an ongoing presence within this Métis
Community today with many MNO citizens ancestrally connecting to the identified Métis Root
Ancestors.

3 Background on Verified Métis Family Line

Frederick Ferris and Mary Ann Nancy Good are the Forebearers of the Ferris-Good Verified Métis Family
Line. Frederick was born around 1812 in the Rocky Mountains and Mary Ann Nancy was born around 1815
in Hudson’s Bay.? Between 1829 and 1848 Frederick worked for the Hudson’s Bay Company as a guide,
middleman, bowsman, and steersman, first participating in an expedition to Ungava until 1833 and then
posted to Mattawagamingue for the duration, with a brief posting at Flying Post in 1844.3 Frederick and
Mary Ann Nancy had four known children who are the Métis Root Ancestors of this Verified Métis Family
line: Richard, John, Walter, and Joseph. The Forebearers and Root Ancestors were living in Aberdeen
Township on the Ottawa River about 100 km southeast of Mattawa, by at least 1861.* Members of this
family relocated to Mattawa by at least 1891.°

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5 Relevant References in Historic Record

Frederick Ferris (Forebearer). Frederick was born around 1812 in the Rocky Mountains.® In 1832 he
married Forebearer Mary Ann Nancy Good at an unknown place.” Between 1829 and 1848 he worked for
the Hudson’s Bay Company as a guide, middleman, bowsman, and steersman, first participating in an
expedition to Ungava until 1833 and then posted to Mattawagamingue for the duration, with a brief
posting at Flying Post in 1844.% Frederick and Mary Ann Nancy had four known children born between
1837 and 1845: Richard, John, Walter, and Joseph.® In the 1861, 1871, and 1881 Census of Canada
Frederick was enumerated in the Pontiac District, along the Ottawa River.° Frederick was enumerated as
“Indian” in the 1881 Census of Canada for Fort William, Pontiac.'! Also enumerated as “Indian” on the
same page of this Census were members of the Atkinson-Moore Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).%2
Frederick died and was buried in 1887 at Ferris Point, near Rapides-des-Joachims, a village on the Ottawa
River about 100 km southeast of Mattawa.*?

Mary Ann Nancy Good (Forebearer). Mary Ann Nancy was born around 1815 in Hudson’s Bay.* In the
1861, 1871, and 1881 Censuses of Canada she was enumerated with her husband, Forebearer Frederick
Ferris, in the Pontiac District, which is along the Ottawa River.'® She was enumerated in the 1891 Census
of Canada for Mattawa Village, living with her son Walter and his family.® She was buried in Mattawa in
1896.Y

Richard Ferris (Métis Root Ancestor). Richard was born around 1837 in Lower Canada.!® he was
enumerated as “Indian” in the 1881 Census of Canada for Fort William, Pontiac.*®

John Ferris (Métis Root Ancestor). John was born around 1839 in Lower Canada.?’ He married a woman
named Sarah at an unknown place and date and they had two known children: Lucy Ann (born around
1866 in Rapides-des-Joachims), and Charlotte Irene (born around 1867).% John, Sarah, Lucy Ann, and
Charlotte Irene were enumerated in the 1871 Census of Canada for Deep River, Pontiac.?? In 1881 John

Renfrew County.? Lucy Ann Ferris married John Frederick Stillar in 1892 in North Bay.?*

Walter Ferris (Métis Root Ancestor). Walter, a Documented Métis, was born around 1842.?°> Walter
married Annie McDonell, a Documented Métis, sometime prior to 1868 when their first child, Anna Sophia
was born.? Walter, Annie and children Anna Sophia and Maggie (born in Rapides-des-Joachims) were
enumerated in the 1871 Census of Canada for Deep River, Pontiac.?” Walter was baptised by the Mattawa
priest in 1873 and his godparents were Joseph Dufond and Eliza Loysa Atkinson of the Atkinson-Moore
(FL5011) Verified Métis Family Lines.”® Between 1872 and 1896 Walter and Annie had nine more children:
Nancy Elmira, Jane Maria, John Alexander (born in Rapides-des-Joachims), Joseph, Walter Joseph, Richard
Oliver, Allen Daniel McDonald (born in Rapides-des-Joachims), Mary Virginia (born in Mattawa), and
Richard Luc (born in Ontario).? In 1878 Walter became the godfather of Charlotte Jane Atkinson, a
member of the Atkinson-Moore Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).3° He would later be a witness to her
1898 marriage to Alphonse Tanguay in Mattawa.3! Walter, Annie, and their children (Richard Oliver, Nancy
Elmira, Maggie, Jane Maria, John Alexander, and Walter Joseph) were enumerated as “Indian” in the 1881
Census of Canada for Sheen and Aberdeen, Pontiac, Quebec.?? Walter, Annie and his children (Nancy
Elmira, Jane Maria, John Alexander, Joseph, Richard Oliver, and Allen Daniel Mcdonald), as well as Walter’s
mother Mary Ann Nancy Good were enumerated in the 1891 Census of Canada for Mattawa Village.*? In
1896 in Mattawa Walter was a witness to the burial of Sara Mary Moore, Forebearer of the Atkinson-
Moore Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).3* In the 1901 Census of Canada for Mattawa, Walter and Annie
were enumerated as “Algonquin SB” (Algonquin Scotch breed), and their children (Jane Maria, John
Alexander, Richard Oliver, Allen Daniel McDonald, and Mary Virginia) were enumerated as “Algonquin FB”
(Algonquin French breed).”3> Walter and family appear on this census in a cluster with other Documented
Métis families, including members of Bastien-Sibikwe (FL5001), Montreuil-Kakwabit (FL5008), Verified
Métis Family Lines.3® In 1905, Walter was listed as an accredited guide for Mattawa in the magazine Rod

Walter died in 1932 and was buried in Mattawa.3® His burial was witnessed by
Joseph Parent, the son-in-law-of the Forebearers of the Montreuil Verified Métis Family Line (FL5008).3

Maggie Ferris (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Walter and Annie’s daughter Maggie (sometimes
Margaret) was born around 1871 in Rapides-des-Joachims.*’ In 1896 in Mattawa she married Francois
(sometimes Frank) Xavier Theodore Dupuis.** Maggie and Francois had eight known children: two (Justine
and Joseph) were born in Quebec between 1896 and 1899, and the remaining six (Alexina, Marguerite,
Josephine, John Trabies, Mary Philonias, and Annie Athena were born in Mattawa between 1900 and
1909.#% In the 1901 Census of Canada for Mattawa, Maggie was enumerated as “Algonquin”, Francois as
“French” and their children (Justine, Joseph, Alexina, Marguerite) as “French H.B.” (French Half breed).*?
Maggie, Francois and children (Joseph, Alexina, John Trabies, Mary Philonais, and Annie Athena) were
enumerated in the 1921 Census of Canada for Mattawa town.** Also enumerated on the same page of
this census record were members of the Langevin-Mijakwat Verified Métis Family Line (FL5012).%

Nancy Elmira Ferris (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Walter and Annie’s daughter Nancy Elmira was
born around 1872 in Quebec.*® Her 1885 marriage to Olivier Dufaut was witnessed by William McKenzie,
a Documented Métis and member of the Atkinson-Moore Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).%

Jane Maria Ferris (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Walter and Annie’s daughter Jane Maria, a
Documented Métis, was born around 1876.%% In 1903 in Mattawa she married Henri Napoleon Belanger,
and their marriage was witnessed by Florence Atkinson, a Documented Métis and member of the
Atkinson-Moore Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).%

John Alexander Ferris (son of Métis Root Ancestor). Walter and Annie’s son John Alexander, a
Documented Métis, was born around 1878 in Rapides-des-Joachims.*® In 1905 in Mattawa, he married
Angeline McDonnell, a Documented Métis.>! Their wedding was witnessed by Alexander Atkinson and
Florence Atkinson, both of whom are Documented Métis, and members of the Atkinson-Moore Verified
Métis Family Line (FL5011).%2 John Alexander and Angeline’s first known child, Laura, was born in 1904 in
Mattawa, suggesting that before their 1905 wedding, John Alexander and Angeline were previously
married la facon du pays (according to the manner of the country).>® Laura’s godfather was William John
Parent, a member of the Montreuil-Kakwabit Verified Métis Family Line (FL5008).%* In 1907 in Mattawa

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John Alexander was a witness to Florence Atkinson’s marriage to John Kelly.* John Alexander and
Angeline had six known children born between 1904 and 1917 in Mattawa: Laura, Celia, Raymond, Joseph,
Joseph Gordon Alfred, and Marie Luella.’® John Alexander and Angeline’s son Raymond was baptised in
1909 in Mattawa and his godfather was Alexander Atkinson, a member of the Atkinson-Moore Verified
Métis Family Line (FL5011).>” John Alexander, his parents Walter and Annie, his wife Angeline, and their
six children were enumerated in the 1921 Census of Canada for Mattawa town.*® John Alexander and
Angeline’s daughter, Laura, married Patrick Jocko, a Documented Métis, in 1928 in Mattawa.>®

Allen Daniel McDonald Ferris (son of Métis Root Ancestor). Walter and Annie’s son Allen Daniel
McDonald, a Documented Métis, was born in 1885 in Rapides-des-Joachims.®® He was baptised in 1885
and his godfather was William McKenzie, a Documented Métis and member of the Atkinson-Moore
Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).5 Allen Daniel died in 1904 in Mattawa.®?

Mary Virginia Ferris (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Walter and Annie’s daughter Mary Virginia, a
Documented Métis, was born in 1894 in Mattawa.®® Mary Virginia’s first known child, Mary Margaret
Ferris was born around 1915.%% In 1918 in Mattawa she married John Samuel Mclsaac, a member of the
Mclsaac-Poitras Verified Métis Family Line (FL5028).%° Mary Virginia and John Samuel had three known
children born between 1918 and 1921: Lena May, Richard Francis (born in Mattawa), and Celia.®®

John Trabies Dupuis (grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Maggie and Francois Xavier’s son, John Trabies
was born in 1904 in Mattawa.®” He was baptised in Mattawa in 1905 and his godmother was Florence
Atkinson, a Documented Métis and member of the Atkinson-Moore Verified Métis Family Line (FL5011).%8
