1 Overview of this Document

This Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document, along with others, have been prepared by the MNO
Registry in order to identify Métis families who were a part of Historic Métis Communities in Ontario.?
These communities existed in some parts of Ontario where distinctive Métis collectivities who, in addition
to their mixed Aboriginal ancestry, developed their own customs, way of life, and recognizable group
identity separate from their First Nation and European forebearers, prior to the Crown effecting political
and legal control in a given region.

The MNO represents various regional rights-bearing Métis communities throughout Ontario; these
communities consist of the Descendants of the Métis Root Ancestors who made up Historic Métis
Communities. Based on the Descendants of these Métis Root Ancestors applying for citizenship within
the MNO, the MNO is authorized—through democratic governance structures at the local, regional and
provincial levels—to represent the collectively-held rights, interests and claims of these modern-day
Métis communities.

Flowing from this authorization, the MNO has adopted a Harvesting Policy to manage the activities of
Métis harvesters in Ontario. This Policy provides that an MNO citizen who ancestrally connects to a Métis
Root Ancestor is eligible for an MNO Harvester’s Card for the identified Traditional Harvesting Territories
(also known as Harvesting Areas) that corresponds to the Historic Métis Community to which the citizen’s
Root Ancestor belonged. To fully understand what is required in order to be issued a Harvester’s Card,
this Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document must be read with the MNO Registry Policy for
Identifying and Documenting Verified Métis Family Lines for the Purposes of Issuing Harvesters Certificates
to Citizens (“MNO Harvesters Certificate Policy”).

2 Rationale for Inclusion as Verified Métis Family Line

The Labatte family was part of the Historic Métis Community of Georgian Bay (the “Métis Community”).

The Métis Root Ancestors for this Verified Métis Family Line are Louis George Labatte and his second wife
Julia Frances Grouette. Both were Documented Métis. Louis signs the petition of Penetanguishene “half
Breeds” seeking benefits from the Governor General in 1840, and Julia was recorded as a “Half-breed” in
the 1901 Drummond Island narrative of Antoine Labatte. Included on the petition are the names of many
other Verified Métis Family Lines: Longlade (FL7024), Labatte (FL7018), Trudeau-Papanaatyhianencoe
(FL7026), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013) and Payette-Lavallee (FL7011). In addition, numerous Root Ancestor
Descendants, including the children, grand-children, great-grandchildren, and great-great-grandchildren

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of the Root Ancestors, were enumerated as “F.B.” (French breed) or “French B.” on the 1901 Census of
Canada.

The Labatte family moved from Drummond Island to Tiny in 1827. This places them in the Métis
Community over 30 years prior to Effective Control.

The Historic Records demonstrate that the Root Ancestors and their Descendants spent their lives in the
Métis Community, as they are repeatedly documented there. In 1833, Root Ancestor Descendant Michael
Labatte (a son of the Root Ancestors), helped to build Ste. Anne’s Church in Penetanguishene. Michael
married in Penetanguishene in 1845, and the couple had 11 known children. Michael was a guide and a
mail carrier; in this role, he travelled frequently back and forth to Sault Ste. Marie. Michael signed both
the 1840 petition of Penetanguishene “half Breeds”, and also the 1850 Petition of Sault Ste. Marie Métis.
Most of his children were born in Penetanguishene. One of Michael’s children, Alfred Francis, married in
Penetanguishene in in 1881, and had one known child born in Victoria Harbor around 1882. Alfred was
enumerated in 1901 in Tay. Another son of Michael, also named Michael, married in Penetanguishene in
1875, and was enumerated with his daughter in 1901 near Parry Sound.

Another son of the Root Ancestors, Antoine Labatte, married in 1855 in Penetanguishene, and married
for a second time in Lafontaine (Tiny Township) in 1865. He had six known children with his second wife
between 1866 and 1882, all born in either Lafontaine or Tiny.

Numerous grandchildren, great-grandchildren and great-great-grandchildren were recorded in various
locations in the Métis Community, including Penetanguishene, Tiny, Lafontaine, Port Severn, Parry Sound
area (including Wallbridge and Brown, and Byng Inlet) and Tay Township (Victoria Harbour and Tay).

The Root Ancestor Descendants had extensive Kinship Connections to other Verified Métis Family Lines
that made up the Métis Community. Descendants in the Labatte family married into the Delaronde
(FL7004), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013), Tchimanens (FL5015), Laramee-Cloutier (FL7014), Berger-Beaudoin
(FL7015), Dusome-Clermont (FL7023), Chevrette-Souliere (FL7025), St. Onge (FL7020), and Gendron-
Hallio (FL7003) Verified Métis Family Lines. Descendants in the Labatte family witnessed important life
events of other Verified Métis Family Lines, or had important events in their lives witnessed by
Descendants in those families, or were witnesses in return, such as the Dusome-Clermont (FL7023),
Laramee-Cloutier (FL7014), Brissette-L’"Hirondelle (FL7001), Berger-Beaudoin (FL7015), Solomon (FL7027),
Sayer (FL4014), Cadotte (FL4002) and Chevrette-Souliere (FL7025) Verified Métis Family Lines. In addition,
the Labatte family had godparenting relationships with other Verified Métis Family Lines. Root Ancestor
Descendant Antoine Francis Xavier’s godfather was Godfrey Boyer, the husband of Ester Perrault of the
Perrault Verified Métis Family Line (FL7012), and Root Ancestor Descendant Marie Albina Duquette’s
godfather was Napoleon Belcourt, the husband of Odile Chevrette of the Chevrette-Souliere Verified
Métis Family Line (FL7025).

This is a Verified Métis Family Line for the following reasons:

e There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestors Descendants in this family
line were Documented Métis, through the 1840 Petition of Penetanguishene “half Breeds,” the
Sault Ste. Marie Métis Petition, the Drummond Island Narrative of Antoine Labatte, and the 1901
Census of Canada.

e Thereisevidence that the Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants were in the Métis
Community prior to Effective Control.

e Thereis evidence that these Métis Root Ancestor Descendants had Kinship Connections to at least
thirteen other Verified Métis Family Lines through marriage, witnessing, and godparenting
relationships.

e Through the Historic Records contained in the Supporting Documents, there is evidence that the
Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants had an ongoing presence in the Métis
Community for successive generations (between the Métis Root Ancestors and their Descendants,
this documented presence spanned about 100 years).

e This Verified Métis Family Line continues to have an ongoing presence within this Métis
Community today with many MNO citizens ancestrally connecting to the identified Métis Root
Ancestors.

3 Background on Verified Métis Family Line

Louis George Labatte is a Métis Root Ancestor of this Verified Métis Family Line. Louis George and his first
wife Louise Cadotte, a “Chippewa” woman, lived on Drummond Island in 1814 when they had their first
son, Michael Labatte.? Louis George and Louise had two more children together, Louise Labatte, and
another son (name unknown).? Louis George married his second wife, Métis Root Ancestor Julia Frances
Grouette, a “half-breed”, in 1820 on Drummond Island.* Louis George and Julia Frances had four known
children born between 1824 and 1834: Antoine (born on Drummond Island), Catherine (born on
Drummond Island), Ambroise (born in Lafontaine), and Dominique (born in Tiny).> Louis George and has
family settled in Tiny, Ontario in 1827.°

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5 Relevant References in Historic Record

Louis George Labatte (Métis Root Ancestor). Louis George, a Documented Métis, was born around 1783
in either Green Bay, Wisconsin or Lower Canada.” Louis George and his first wife Louise Cadotte, a
“Chippewa” woman, lived on Drummond Island in 1814 when they had their first son, Michael Labatte.®
Louis George and Louise had two more children together, Louise Labatte, and another son (name
unknown).®

Louis George married his second wife, Métis Root Ancestor Julia Frances Grouette, a “half-breed”, in 1820
on Drummond Island.?® Louis George and Julia Frances had four known children born between 1824 and
1834: Antoine (born on Drummond Island), Catherine (born on Drummond Island), Ambroise (born in
Lafontaine), and Dominique (born in Tiny).}

Louis George and his family moved from Drummond Island to Tiny, Ontario in 1827.? In 1840 Louis George
signed a petition of Penetanguishene “half breeds” requesting gifts from the Governor General.®® Also
included on the petition are Root Ancestors and Descendants of the Longlade (FL7024), Trudeau-
Papanaatyhianencoe (FL7026), Payette-Levallee (FL7011), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013) and St. Onge
(FL7020) Verified Métis Family Lines, as well as his son Michael and son-in-law Pierre Blette. Louis George
and Julia Frances were enumerated in the 1861 Census of Canada for Tiny and Tay, Simcoe, where Louis
George was recorded as a fisherman.* Louis George died in Thunder Bay, Tiny, Ontario in 1872.%°

Julia Frances Grouette (Métis Root Ancestor). Julia, a Documented Métis, was born around 1791 in
Wisconsin.!® She was referred to as a “half-breed” by her son Antoine in his Drummond Island Narrative.’
Julia and Métis Root Ancestor Louis George Labatte were married in 1820 on Drummond Island.® She
died in 1863 in Lafontaine.®

Michael Labatte (son of Métis Root Ancestor). Louis George Labatte and Louise Cadotte’s son Michael, a
Documented Métis, was born in 1814 in Sault Ste Marie, Michigan, while his mother was visiting from
Drummond Island.?° In 1827 Michael moved with his family from Drummond Island to Tiny, Ontario.?! In
1833 Michael helped build the Ste Anne’s Church in Penetanguishene.?? In 1838 Michael appears on a

payee list for his services in the Simcoe Militia.? Listed on the same page are descendants of the Vasseur-
Longlade (FL7013) and Payette-Lavallee (FL7011) Verified Métis Family Lines.?*

Michael married Archange Berger in 1845 in Penetanguishene.? Their marriage was witnessed by James
Solomon, of the Solomon Verified Métis Line (FL7027).2°

In his Drummond Island narrative, recorded by A. C. Osbourne, Michael indicates that he travelled to Sault
Ste. Marie from Penetanguishene on many occasions as a guide and mail carrier.?’ In 1847 in Sault Ste.
Marie, he witnessed the marriage of Michel Toussaint Sayer of the Sayer Verified Métis Family Line
(FL4014) and Marguerite Biron of the Cadotte Verified Métis Family Line (FL4002).?® Michael signed the
1850 Petition of Sault Ste. Marie Métis.?° The petition was signed by Root Ancestors and Descendant of
other Verified Métis Family Lines, including the Lesage-Legardes (FL4027), the Boissoneau (FL4001), the
Perraults (FL7012), the Corbiere-Nolins (FL4020), Cadrants (FL4003), and the Sayers (FL4014).

Michael and Archange had eleven known children born between 1849 and 1871: Michael (junior), Louise
(born in Penetanguishene), Louis (born in Penetanguishene), Peter (born in Penetanguishene), Arconge
(born in Penetanguishene), Alfred Francis (born in Penetanguishene), Charles (born in Penetanguishene),
Mary M., Joseph, Josephine, and Albert John.3° Alexander Campbell Osborne described Michael as “...a
typical French-Canadian voyageur...” and that “...the aboriginal element in his nature is most unmistakably
marked.”3! Michael died in 1902 in Tay.3?

Louise Labatte (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Louis George Labatte and Louise Cadotte’s daughter
Louise was born on Drummond Island at an unknown date.3* She married Documented Métis Pierre Blette
at an unknown date and place.3* Louise and Pierre had one known daughter, Louise, born in 1837 in
Penetanguishene.® Pierre was enumerated as widowed in the 1861 Census of Canada for Tiny and Tay,
Simcoe.3¢

Antoine Labatte (son of Métis Root Ancestor). Louis George Labatte and Julia Frances Grouette’s son
Antoine was born in 1824 on Drummond Island.?” Antoine claimed to have been “...three quarters French
and one-quarter Indian blood.”3® In 1855 in Penetanguishene Antoine married Marie Cote.* They had

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one known child, Marie Jeanne, born around 1857 in Tiny.*’ In the 1861 Census of Canada for Tiny and
Tay Townships, Simcoe, Antoine is enumerated as a fisherman and a widower.*! In 1865, in Lafontaine,
Antoine married Mary Elizabeth Chretien.*? Antoine and Mary Elizabeth had nine known children born
between 1866 and 1882: Francoise Rose (born in Lafontaine), Antoine Francois Xavier (born in Lafontaine),
Lea Louise (born in Lafontaine), Louis (born in Penetanguishene), Ursule (born in Lafontaine), Lucy Ann
(born in Tiny), Pierre Ambroise (born in Lafontaine), Milina (born in Lafontaine), and Elisabeth (born in
Lafontaine).*® Antoine, a widower, and his children Pierre Ambrose and Elisabeth were enumerated in the
1901 Census of Canada for Tiny, Simcoe.* Antoine died in Tiny in 1904.%

Catherine Labatte (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Louis George Labatte and Julia Frances Grouette’s
daughter Catherine was born around 1826 on Drummond Island.* In 1861 in Penetanguishene she
married Eusebe Duquette.*’ They had one known child, Joseph Theodule Duquette, born around 1862 in
Tiny.*® Catherine died in 1906 in Tiny.*

Michael Labatte (grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Michael Labatte and Archange Berger’s son Michael
(junior), a Documented Métis, was born around 1849 in Penetanguishene.*® In 1875 in Penetanguishene
Michael (junior) married Marie Vallee.** Marie Vallee’s previous husband was Charles Vasseur Jr., of the
Vasseur-Longlade Verified Métis Family Line (FL7013).52 Michael (junior), a labourer, and his daughter
Celia were enumerated as “F.B.” (French breed) on the 1901 Census of Canada for Wallbridge and Brown,
Muskoka and Parry Sound.>?

Alfred Francis Labatte (grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Michael Labatte and Archange Berger’s son
Alfred Francis, a Documented Métis, was born in 1858 in Penetanguishene.> In 1881, in Penetanguishene
Alfred married Documented Métis Elvige Messier.>®> Witness to their marriage was Louis Solomon, of the
Solomon Verified Métis Family Line (FL7027).%® Alfred and Elvige had one known child: Christina Labatte,
born around 1882 in Victoria Harbour.>’ Alfred and Elvina were enumerated in the 1901 Census of Canada
for Tay, Simcoe as “French B” (French breed).>®

Alfred was widowed and married his second wife Marie Madeline Houle in 1917 in Midland.>?

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Louise Blette (granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Pierre Blette and Louise Labatte’s daughter Louise
was born in 1837 in Penetanguishene.® In 1854 in Penetanguishene she married Michel Boucher of the
Delaronde Verified Métis Family Line (FL7004).%* Louis and Michel had four known children born in
Penetanguishene between 1855 and 1860: Louisa, Adelaide, Michel (junior), and Mary.®? In 1871 Adelaide
was witness to the marriage of Madeleine Lacomb and Leon Dusome, of the Dusome-Clermont Verified
Métis Family Line (FL7023).53

Marie Jeanne Labatte (granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Antoine Labatte and Marie Cote’s
daughter Marie Jeanne was born around 1857 in Tiny.® In 1877 in Lafontaine she married Noel
Lafreniere.®®> Marie Jeanne and Noel had twelve known children, born between 1877 and 1898: Onesime,
Maxime, Antoine, Ambrose, Louis, Eli Noerbert (born in Lafontaine), Elise, Alexina, Rose Delima, Edouard,
Regis, and George.®® Marie Jeanne, Noel, and eleven of their twelve children were enumerated in the
1901 Census of Canada for Tiny.%” In 1907 in Byng Inlet (Parry Sound), Marie Jeanne and Noel’s son
Onesime married Ida Belanger, of the Vasseur-Longlade Verified Métis Family Line (FL7013).58

Antoine Francois Xavier Labatte (grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Antoine Labatte and Mary Elizabeth
Chretien’s son Antoine Francois Xavier was born in 1867 in Lafontaine.® Antoine Francois Xavier's
godfather was Godfrey Boyer, the husband of Esther Perrault, of the Perrault Verified Métis Family Line
(FL7012).7° In 1888 in Penetanguishene Antoine married his first wife, Delia Plouffe.”* Antoine’s first
known child, Josephine, was born in 1889.72

In 1898, in Lafontaine, Antoine married his second known wife, Odina Marcille.”® Antoine and Odina had
six known children born between 1898 and 1910: Napoleon (born in Penetanguishene), Antoine (junior),
Alphonse (born in Lafontaine), Elide (born in Laurin), Delia (born in Laurin), and Estelle (born in Laurin).”

Antoine’s children had kinship connections to other Verified Métis Family Lines. In 1920, his son Napoleon
married Catherine Bonhomme, of the Tchimanens Verified Métis Family Line (FL5015).7° In 1927, in
Lafontaine, his daughter Delia married Napoleon Lafrenier and their marriage was witnessed by Sophie

In 1928, in Lafontaine, his son Alphonse married
Sophie Boucher, of the Laramee-Cloutier Verified Métis Family Line (FL7014).7® In 1932, in Lafontaine, his
daughter Elide married Baptiste Contois, of the Laramee-Cloutier Verified Métis Family Line (FL7014).7°

Lea Louise Labatte (granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Antoine Labatte and Mary Elizabeth
Chretien’s daughter Lea Louise, a Documented Métis, was born in 1868 in Lafontaine.® In 1896, in
Midland, Lea married Documented Métis Paul Berger, of the Verified Métis Family Lines Berger-Beaudoin
(FL7015) and Dusome-Clermont (FL7023). The marriage was witnessed by Lea’s cousin Louise Labatte and
Paul’s brother Joseph.8! Lea and Paul had six known children born between 1896 and 1913: Paul (Junior)
(born in Victoria Harbour), James, Mary Elizabeth (born in Victoria Harbour), Daniel, Joseph Charlie (born
in Victoria Harbour), and Albert.?? Lea, Paul and their children Paul (Junior), James, and Mary Elizabeth
were enumerated in the 1901 Census of Canada for Tay, Simcoe as “F.B.” (French breed).® Also

Joseph Theodule Duquette (grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Catherine Labatte and Eusebe Duquett’s
son Joseph was born around 1862 in Tiny.*! In 1882, in Lafontaine, Joseph married Philomene Chevrette,
a Descendant of the Verified Métis Family Lines Dusome-Clermont (FL7023) and Chevrette-Souliere
(FL7025).%% Joseph and Philomene had nine known children born between 1883 and 1898: Anthime (born

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in Tiny), Delia (born in Lafontaine), Pierre (born in Tiny), Marieanne, Albert (born in Tiny), Joseph Celestine
(born in Tiny), Alice (born in Tiny), Marie Albina (born in Tiny), and Charles.>

In 1925 in Penetanguishene, Joseph, by then a widower, married Adelina Chevrette of the Chevrette-
Souliere Verified Métis Family Line (FL7025).%*

Christina Labatte (great-granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Alfred Francis Labatte and Elvige
Messier’s daughter Christina, a Documented Métis, was born around 1882 in Victoria Harbor.% Christina
married Documented Métis Theodule Julien Lamoureux, a Descendant in the Laramee-Cloutier Verified
Métis Family Line (FL7014) in 1898 in Victoria Harbour.% Christina and Theodule were enumerated in the
1901 Census of Canada for Baxter, Muskoka and Parry Sound as “F.B.” (French breed).®” Also enumerated
on this census record as “F.B.” (French breed) were Descendants of Verified Métis Family Lines Gendron-
Hallio (FL7003), Brissette-L’Hirondelle (FL7001), and Laramee-Cloutier (FL7014).%® In 1919 Christina and
Theodule’s daughter Delima married Peter Woods in Midland.® This marriage was witnessed by Christina

In 1875 in
Penetanguishene she married Documented Métis Louis Gendron, of the Verified Métis Family Lines
Gendron-Hallio (FL7003) and Laramee-Cloutier (FL7014).1% Louisa and Louis had seven known children,
born between 1877 and 1895: Louis (Junior), Adelia (born in Port Severn), Angus, Amy, Louisa (Junior)
(Bornin Port Severn), Agnes, and Josephine.'® Louis, Louise and their children (with the exception of Amy,
who does not appear) were enumerated in the 1901 Census of Canada for Wallbridge and Brown,
Muskoka and Parry Sound as “F.B” (French breed).%

Anthime Duquette (great-grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Joseph Theodule Duquette and Philomene
Chevrette’s son Anthime was born around 1883 in Tiny.1% In 1907 in Lafontaine he married Rose Anna
Laurin, a Descendant of the Chevrette-Souliere Verified Métis Family Line (FL7025).20¢

Marieanne Duquette (great-granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Marieanne was born in Ontario
around 1888.1%7 In 1909 in Simcoe, Marieanne married Olivier Brasseur of the St. Onge Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7020). The marriage was witnessed by Marieane’s brother Albert.1%
